SFRR-Europe General Assembly was held on August 27th, 2009, 18:00-19:00 in the Main Auditorium in GHPC, Rome.
The meeting was quorate with 39 attendees.
 

Members received notification of two forthcoming meetings - 
Juan Sastre presented information about a forthcoming meeting organized by the Spanish and Portuguese Free Radical Groups in Salamanca, May 2010, on the theme of Pathophysiology of Reactive Oxygen and Nitrogen Species. Juan-Pedro Bolaños is Chair of the Organizing Committee in this meeting. 
Nesrin Kartal-Ozer presented information on the meeting proposed for 2011 in Istanbul.
 

Report from the President included a presentation on the forthcoming SFRR-E meeting scheduled for September 2010 in Oslo, on the theme of Free Radicals and the environment. Members highlighted the need to identify cheaper accommodation for students and to re-assure potential attendees on availability of low cost meals/food. Members were encouraged to advertise the Society whenever possible, for example by using a slide at the end of talks (attached from Henrik).
 

Report from the Treasurer included summary statements of accounts, detailing incomings from membership, outgoings for meetings and prizes, and details of fund usage to support young researchers through meeting attendance.
 

Report from the Secretary included review of membership, with official numbers reported as 185 in 2009 compared with 227 in 2008. Issues with membership have included incorrect information on Informa website, failure to respond to emails, to send the journal and to follow up lapsed members. The Secretary reported her ongoing discussions to address these problems. Other members reported that students see little incentive to join if their laboratory already obtains copied of the journal and if institutions are willing to pay for attendance at meetings without membership. Suggested ways to increase young person’s membership include specific sessions at meetings for young researchers, and highlighting the benefits of membership that include travel awards. 
A preview of the new website was shown. It was suggested that the "new membership" link could be highlighted in red. The website is to be further edited to include capability to accept meeting abstracts and registration. Efforts are ongoing to maintain the existing web address.
 

Any other business - the matter of affiliated societies and their benefits within SFRR-E was raised by the Israeli Society for FRR. It was agreed that a response to this question would be communicated from the SFRR-E committee.
